Thank you for registering for our Home Composting class.

The class takes place at the Home Composting Demonstration Site at 

Green Gage Farm , 489 Gage Lane (at the corner of Indian Valley Road) in Novato.

Please park on the road and follow the signs to the  Demonstration Site.

Please take a few minutes BEFORE the hands-on class to look over the short tutorial on Home Composting at www.zerowastemarin.org/compost.


This two hour hands-on workshop, led by experienced home composters, will cover all the basics in order to help you get a start on converting your green waste in a valuable source of nutrients for your garden plants. 

Taking this class qualifies you for a home composting bin for just $25. This year you have a choice of two types of bins; a Soil Saver bin which can handle both yard waste and food scraps, or an upward migration worm bin, which can process up to a pound of food scraps a week. The bin subsidy is provided by the Marin County Hazardous and Solid Waste Management Joint Powers Authority.
The class begins with a short discussion on organic soil management practices, the soil food web and ecosystem services, and how gardening methods can have an effect on our watersheds. 

In the hands-on class we’ll cover the ‘How to’ compost at home,  as well as the do's and don'ts; 

what you can compost, and what you should not compost. We’ll build a hot pile, demonstrate the technique of sheet composting, and delve deeper into the world of worms. You will see a number of different styles of bins already set up, and processing green waste into valuable compost. We’ll screen some finished compost, and talk about how to use it in your garden or for container plants.

Please indicate your choice of a Soil Saver home composting bin, or an upward-migration worm bin, so that we can be sure to have a bin available for you at the time of the class.

Both the Soil Saver bin (which comes in a box app. 24 x 30”), and the worm bin (app. 16 x 20”), need some assembly.
