Call to Order The Executive Committee meeting came to order at 10:30AM.

1. Approval of Executive Committee Minutes from February 24, 2011 and March 18, 2011 
Michel Frank noted amendments for the March 18 minutes.   M/s Rodericks, Frank to approve the Committee minutes as amended from the February 24 and March, 18, 2011 meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.

2. Novato Household Hazardous Waste Grant  

Staff briefly provided background on HHW program in Novato.  M/s Rodericks, Schutz to 
authorize the Executive Officer to sign the contract as proposed with Novato Sanitary 
District.  Motion passed unanimously.

3. FY 11-12 Budget Process, Budget Sub-Committee Recommendation and Fee Schedule. Staff briefly provided an overview of the proposed 2011-2012 budget, which included information regarding Administration, Zero Waste, and HHW operations.  Michael Frank requested clarification regarding the sharps program and its associated funding.  Staff provided the necessary information.  Michael Frank suggested shifting the Sharps Program as an optional 6.2 Program once Staff has met with and conducted a review with Novato Sanitary District and the County.  George Rodericks suggested continuing the program as it currently exists as the program serves the County as whole.  Beverly James voiced her opposition regarding the tipping fee increase associated with Sharps Disposal program.  John Elam voiced his opposition to place the Sharps Program funding to an optional Section 6.2 Program.  M/s Frank, Mackle to approve the FY 11-12 Budget, excluding the Sharps Program.  Staff is directed to meet with the Novato Sanitary District and the County then return to the Board with a recommendation if the Sharps Program should be an optional Section 6.2 Program.  Motion passed unanimously.
4. Approval of Zero Waste Grant Applications  

Staff briefly provided a review of the Zero Waste Grant applications received and noted 
budgeted funds not applied for will be carried over to the FY 11-12 Grant Term.  No 
comments were received.  M/s Mackle, Rodericks to approve the Grant Applications and 
Authorize the Executive Officer to execute said agreements.  Motion passed unanimously.
5. JPA Member Designation Bylaws  
Staff provided a review of the request made by Michael Frank that would establish bylaws to allow a member agencies governing board to designate their seat to an alternate public government agencies Chief Executive Officer.  Staff noted a nomination would occur through a majority vote of the Member Agencies Board, and acceptance would be required by the JPA Board.  M/s Frank, Rodericks recommend to the full JPA Board acceptance of the JPA Member Designation Bylaws, including amended “Membership Designation” language that specifies the member agency nominates prior to the JPA ratifying the alternate representative.  Motion passed unanimously. 
6. Zero Waste Tool Kit Acceptance
Staff provided information regarding the final draft of the Zero Waste Tool Kit.  M/s, Mackle, Frank to approve the Tool Kit.  Motion passed unanimously.

7. The Hive Advertising Strategy and Creative Presentation
Staff and The Hive Advertising made a strategy and creative design presentation to the Board.  Staff and The Hive fielded questions from Board Members and the public regarding the presentation and the proposed advertising strategy.  M/s Rodericks, Frank to approve the proposed outreach strategy.  Motion passed unanimously.
8. Local Task Force Position Vacancy/Appointment

Staff provided a brief summary of the vacancy and appointment of the Las Gallinas Valley Sanitary District (LGVSD) LTF position, at the resignation of Tamara Hull from her Environmental seat.  M/s Frank, Mackle to approve the appointment of Russ Greenfield to the LGVSD LTF position.  Motion passed unanimously.
9. JPA Audit and Financial Statements for year ending June 30, 2010

Staff briefly provided a review of the 2010 Auditors Report.  M/s Rodericks, Frank to accept the report.  Motion passed unanimously.
