Call to Order. The Local Task Force (LTF) meeting came to order at 8:31 AM.

No public comments were received
8. Approval of the June 1, 2011 JPA Local Task Force Minutes 

M/s Irwin, Giambastiani to approve the minutes from the June 1, 2011 JPA LTF meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.

9. Local Task Force Position Appointments

Staff provided information regarding seat vacancies within the LTF and announced 
appointments made by the JPA Board during their June 23, 2011 meeting.  Russ Greenfield was appointed to an open Special District seat, and Jenni Pardi to the 
Environmental seat.  
10. New Program Manager Introduction 
Staff introduced the newly appointed Waste Management Division Program Manager, Steve Devine.  Mr. Devine greeted members and fielded questions from them regarding his experience and responsibilities.
11. Board Meeting Update 

Staff provided information regarding the June 24, 2011 JPA Board meeting.  Staff informed members of the FY 11/12 Budget approval, progress in the developing Zero Waste Campaign as developed by JPA contractor The Hive, Zero Waste Toolkit approval, website update plans and the status of the Household Hazardous Waste Facility.  David Haskell, Tania Levy and Elissa Giambasitiani expressed concern regarding the lack of printed material for the campaign and that The Hive should work with the community sector to get the message of Zero Waste to the public.  Staff identified that in the spirit of Zero Waste, very limited printed material will be available if at all, but graphics and literature can be provided for hauler newsletters or to grass-roots and local agencies upon request.  Jon Elam asked that The Hive present to the LTF on the Zero Waste Campaign as approved by the JPA Board.  Staff identified that the campaign will focus on the use of television and internet social networking.  Staff asked Members to provide a list of issues or questions they have regarding the development and strategy of the campaign to be provided to The Hive prior to their presentation.  Loretta Figueroa expressed concern with the website update and noted that a number of resources were out of date, notably the mattress recycling.  Staff identified that the Recycling Guide portion of the website is often updated weekly, and that in particular the mattress recycling issue had been addressed sometime in mid-2010.  Members were encouraged to continuously inform Staff should resources become available for specific materials so as to be added to the Recycle Guide.  
Members provided the following feedback to be addressed by The Hive:
· A detailed schedule of when advertising will be seen/heard on TV or radio
· How will the success of the campaign be measured
· What graphics / materials will be available for use by the haulers and community groups
· How will the materials available be able to be put to use
· How will the household composting element be presented
12. Legislation Tracking 
Staff provided an overview of proposed waste, recycling and reuse legislation and associated letters of support drafted under the JPA Legislative Platform guidelines.  Staff summarized the history of the LTF regarding legislative support in the past, requested direction and suggested the LTF form a Legislative Sub-committee to review the LTF’s involvement and provide guidance.  Members expressed interest and asked Staff to draft a letter of opposition to SB 456.  Staff advised Members that items to be addressed in SB 456 are outside the guidelines of the JPA Legislative Platform.  Staff stated that the requested letter would need to come from the JPA Board and such a letter would require the LTF to make a formal recommendation. This recommendation would need to consist of a change the existing legislative platform or send a letter of opposition.
13. Conflict of Interest – Form 700 Reminder 
Staff provided information regarding the ongoing problem of collecting Conflict of Interest form 700’s from Members.  Staff will be meeting with County Counsel to address the issue and to identify repercussions should the required forms continued to not be submitted.  Jon Elam again asked Members to submit the required form.
14. Open Time for Member Comment 

Jenni Pardi provided information on the success of the recycling programs carried out Conservation Corps North bay at the Marin County Fair and Infineon Raceway.  Joan Irwin requested that Staff develop and release the FY 11/12 Zero Waste Grant Program information by the Fall so as to allow applicants the necessary time to research and develop their proposals.  David Haskell provided information regarding his involvement with the Marin Food Assistance Assessment Program.
