Material Drop-Off Options
Mixed C&D Processing Facilites - Accept materials for re-
processing (e.g. grinding for use as gravel). California state
law requires facilities to achieve a 65% recycling rate;
confirm that you are dropping off at a facility that meets
these standards.

Reuse Facilities - Accept materials in good condition for use
as-is in other building projects (e.g. re-installing tile or
cabinetry). Confirm with each site what they will accept and
any standards for donation before drop-off.
